Consistant the result of
Laurence Goldthwait shalle be recorded in the category F (age group 80 years)
instead of in the category E.

Beat Hiisler, General Secretary of the ISU until June 1996 and Jan W. P,
Charisius, Chairman of the technical Committee Speed Skating of the ISU
don't see a problem in the name "Seniors' Speed Skating World Games" for
the larges international competition of the seniors from 30 years. (diskussion
in januari en februari 1996 at Davos/CH and Inzell/D with ISSSC-member
Volker Serini.)

The "Seniors Speed Skating World Games", the largest international
competition for seniors from 30 years, must take place on artificial ice because
of the risk of being cancceled on natural ice by reason of bad weather.

It is recommended to senior speed skaters at the competition to overtake on
9the outside because of the danger of crashes at overtaking inside.

A list of ISSSC records of the Seniors’ Speed Skating World Games shall be
filed. The records shall be filed for S-year age groups from 30 years. The age of
a skater is the age reached in the competition ~ season between the 1st July of
a year and the 30th June of the next year, according to 1.S.U. regulations, rule
108.

Reasons for Proposal A:

The ISSSC needs a broad international structuren which is democratie,
which has many co-workers and which works without large travelling
expenses. For the first time we think it would be right to have mem
bers with equal rights. May be that we need a board some years later.
we will discuss it.

Reasons for Proposal B:

The higher the age group (from age-group 60 years) the minor is the
number of participants by natural reasons. The members of the higher
age groups would loose their motivation to take part in the Games, if
they would have to compete with much younger speed skaters and if
their times would be compared with the times of much younger skat-
ers (see appeal of Helena Pilejcik, Poland). We think, that the partici-
pation of skaters in high age groups is an honour to us and an advertis-
ing for speed skating (sport for the whole life).

Reasons f or Proposal C:
The ISSSC needs money for stamps, copies, paper etc.

The ISSSC will promote not only intermational
short distance races for seniors but also inter-
national marathon races for seniors.

In consequente the ISSS-News will

report about short distance competitions
and about marathon competitions

for seniors.
